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PURPOSE: 

The purpose of this policy is for the college to establish, maintain, and enforce procedures 
related to staff and student civility within the college community. 

 

POLICY: 

The Rowan College at Burlington County (RCBC) Civility Policy is created to ensure that all 
faculty, staff and students are able to work and learn in an environment where individuals are 
treated with dignity and respect, regardless of status, rank, title or position.  The intent of this 
policy is to promote and foster a campus environment that is conducive to the mission of RCBC. 

All members of the college community are expected to conduct themselves in a respectful 
manner that follow the college policies.  Prohibited behavior includes, but is not limited to, any 
behavior, action or conduct that impedes, interferes, or frustrates the efficiency or productivity of 
the work and/or academic environment. 

The policy mandates that the college maintain procedures through the Office of Human 
Resources and the Student Code of Conduct to define prohibited behavior and ensure due 
process in the investigation and actions related to any civility concerns.  
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
