Artwork Consignment Agreement




1. DESCRIPTION OF CONSIGNED PROPERTY. Consignor agrees to consign artwork listed on submitted intake form to the consignee. Consignee agrees to accept for the purpose of sale on the terms and conditions hereinafter recited in this agreement of the described property.
2. OWNERSHIP. Consignor warrant, covenants and agrees that the property being sold is owned by the consignor, and that it is his/her own original work, that there are no liens, judgements or other encumbrances against the ownership; including all rights of sale or transfer of the consigned property.
3. CONSIGNOR STATES AND AGREES TO DESCRIPTION. The aforementioned artwork is true and correct to the best of the consignor’s knowledge and belief and farther, that no undisclosed defects in such consignment are known to the consignor.
4. EXCLUSIVITY OF AGREEMENT. The consignor shall have the exclusive right to market and sell the property described hereinabove. The consignor shall not have the right to sell the property described hereinabove for his/her own account, for the understood period of time mentioned within the intake form. If the consignor does sell the consignment listed in the agreement, the consignee shall nonetheless be entitled to payment for the sale of such consignment on the terms and conditions of this agreement.
5. PRICE. The offering price listed of the consignment items which are determined by the consignor; include 30% fee of the gross sale that will be retained by the consignee at the time of the purchase of said consignment item.
6. TIME OF PAYMENT(S) TO THE CONSIGNOR. Consignor agrees that consignee shall require and receive full payment on the sale of the consigned property, prior to any obligation of the consignee to remit payment to the consignor for the sale. Upon receiving full payment for such sale, consignee shall remit in a check, drawn on a United States bank, the amount due to the consignor under this agreement. Specifically, for all item(s) listed hereinabove for which full payment was received; between the first day of the exhibit, up to and including the last day of the exhibit. Full payment will be made to the consignor for each item(s) sold; no later than 60 business days after the close of the aforementioned exhibit. The consignor agrees to accept as full payment a commission equal to 70% of the gross sales price, exclusive of any sales tax.
7. ADVERTISING. The consignor agrees that the consignee shall have the exclusive right to determine how best to present/show/display consignment item(s). Consignee agrees to use its best efforts to sell the consigned item(s) to its customers in the ordinary course of its business day. Consignee may use the consignor’s names, and other identifying information, in any manner, in the advertising, promotion and sale of the consigned property.
8. CONSIGNEE RESERVES THE RIGHT OF REFUSAL. The consignee reserves the right to refuse any consigned item(s), i.e.: Artwork, which it feels is not appropriate to be shown in its gallery. Consignee will contact the consignor, either by phone, email or written letter of such a decision within 10 business days of the viewing of the consignment item(s) listed. The consignor agrees to hold harmless consignee without prejudice, if such a decision is reached.
9. REMOVAL. Consignee agrees to keep the consigned item(s) safely stored at the consignee’s place of business. If the exhibit is off-site, consignee will hang artwork specified location. Once off-site exhibit is over, consignee will store artwork at the Mt. Holly Campus. When the exhibit is over, the consignor agrees to pick up any unsold item(s) from said exhibit within the given dates. If not picked up during that time, the college’s liability ceases in any event to loss or damage of artwork. If the consignor fails to pick up the items mentioned hereinabove, after 60 business days from the end of the exhibit, the consignee may retain or dispose of the items, without any further obligation under this agreement.
10. RETURN POLICY. The consignor agrees to abide by the consignee’s 3 business day return policy. In the event that any item(s) which are mentioned hereinabove, are returned by the purchaser, the consignor agrees to the professional discretion of the consignee’s agent(s) to assess the condition of the aforementioned item(s)/Artwork, upon their return as being acceptable or unacceptable for said return. The consignor agrees to abide by the decision of the consignee’s agent(s) without prejudice.
11. ASSIGNMENT. This agreement is not assignable and may not be modified, other than by written modification, agreed to and signed by both parties.
12. CONSTRUCTION. This agreement shall be construed and governed according to the laws of the United States UCC Code, and the state laws of New Jersey.
13. LIABILITY FOR LOSS, ETC, OF CONSIGNED PROPERTY. In the event that the consigned items are lost, stolen, destroyed or damaged, or unaccounted for due to any cause, known or unknown, except for an act of God; (hereinafter these terms referred to collectively as “lost”), while consigned to the consignee;
Consignor is subject to the following limited liability of Rowan College at Burlington County, its Board of Trustees, employees and/or agents:
The insured limits for any one object of art is a replacement value with a $250.00 deductible to any loss incurred by fire, windstorm, theft, accident, vandalism and/or malicious mischief. Any insurance coverage desired in excess of these limits or to provide nondeductible coverage is solely and exclusively the responsibility of the owner of such work or object of art so protected.
Consignor further agrees to the following conditions of payment:
a. The property, or each item, so lost shall be considered as having been sold, and the consignee shall pay the consignor the amount agreed herein, for the lost property, as if each item(s) lost have been sold.
b. Except that only the agreed amount of each item will be payable to the consignor, this amount will still be less than the consignee’s 30% gross amount exclusive of any sales tax amount.
c. Artist Notice-Artist understands that if a claim shall arise, it is the artist’s responsibility to establish document or prove value of artwork.
14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties, and may not be changed orally, but only by agreement in writing signed by both parties against whom enforcement for any waiver, change, modification, extension or discharge is sought.
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
